MORNING DROP-OFF

             SCHOOL BUS

           STAND TRAINING
   All adults who wish to volunteer with children in the classroom, at school events, on class trips, etc. must complete the Archdiocese of Baltimore's STAND Training.  This training involves viewing a video, completing an application, supplying references and consenting to a criminal history background search.
   STAND training is effective for 5 years.  If you completed your STAND training at OLH/SL and your certification needs to be renewed, you will receive the Criminal Background Consent Form to complete and to submit to Sister Irene.  If your STAND certification expires, you will not be permitted to volunteer with children.
   If an adult chooses not to complete the STAND requirements, the adult will not be permitted to volunteer with children.
   You may view the STAND video on line at www.archbalt.org.  Scroll down the left side to Child and Youth  Protection – then click on STAND Online Training .  Upon completion of  the training a certificate will be issued.  Send this  to the school office along with all 

required paper work. 
  If you are new to Our Lady of Hope/St. Luke School and have been STAND trained at another location – you must bring your card to the office to be copied.  Record of Verification of Compliance will be requested from the issuing entity.
